After further clarification with PNC, there is a
prepayment penalty for the term of the loan
making it impractical to try to pay it off earlier,
or pre-pay some principle. If we paid it off
today the penalty would be $NN and maybe in
four years it would be around $NN. At least for
now the best course of action seems to be that
we put aside a certain amount per year of SNN
to $NN, by transferring this sum from the
Operating Account to the Trust Account, where
it cannot be touched without membership
approval. For instance if SNN were put away
each July through 2021, the net amount
needed for the balloon payment in 2022 would
be $NN instead of $NN (Even less since the
money put away would be earning some
interest.). This sum put away and the status of
this loan would also be a consideration by the
Long Range Planning Committee. | will keep
you posted.
