The year-end numbers are in, and 
have been applied to our 2014 budget.  
We can now compare actual with 
budget numbers for the year.  Although 
the numbers are not the same, we 
finished pretty close to the budget.  
There were two items that were not 
included in the budget that now reflect 

on the year end actual number.  The 
first is that I did not include principal 
payments on the loan we have, since it 
is not an expense. I was initially 
thinking the budget would be an 
income statement.  Principal payments 
do not appear on income statements, 
only the interest portion.  The principal 
portion would show up on the balance 
sheet.   As the year progressed, I 
realized that what we really want to 
know is the cash flow in and out of the 
operating account.  The principal 
portion would appear on a cash flow 
statement.  The 2015 budget will 
include this figure.  This amounted to 
about $NN in 2014.  The second item 
which appears on the actual figures is 
an additional amount of $NN 
transferred out of the operating 
account and into the Trust Account for 
safe keeping.  This was decided mid-
year 2014. That amount is pretty much 
the difference between the budget and 
actual numbers.  Bear in mind though, 
we still spent $NN in principal 
payments and this item does not 
appear anywhere on the sheet.  
Subtracting that from the final number, 
we pretty much broke even for the 
year.  See the 2014 budget attachment 
for details (in separate 
communication). 
 

So how are we doing, really?   A good 
way to determine where we stand as a 
club is to add up all four bank accounts 
from year-end 2013 and then compare 
it to the sum of these accounts for 
year-end 2014.  At year-end 2013 we 
had a total cash amount of $NN.  At 
year-end 2014 our total was $NN.  
Most of this is a result of the Heritage 
Account being depleted due to the 
Clubhouse renovation that took place 
last year.  We are putting $NN a year 
into this account which tends to build 
up until we need it for a major capital 
improvement.  Then it depletes.  So 
our cash at year-end 2014 was down 
by $NN.  Considering we spent about 
$NN on the renovation, I would say we 
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are doing just fine.  Now the challenge 
is this year.  We have many 
improvements to make.  The board will 
meet in March to discuss a tentative 
budget that I have prepared for 2015. 

Thatôs all for now.  It is almost Spring!
