2015 Budget 

The 2015 Corinthian Budget has been 
prepared and approved by the Board.  
See budget under separate email.  
This budget will be strictly a cash flow 
statement, in and out of the Operating 
Account.  Principal payments on our 
loan are now included in the budget as 
well as a $NN payment to the Heritage 
Account and a $NN payment to the 
Trust Account.  The Principal amount 
of $NN was not included in last yearôs 
budget as it started out as an Income 
Statement.  Principal amounts do not 
appear on Income Statements, only 
Balance Sheets and Cash Flow 
Statements.  The $NN transfer to the 
Trust fund was not included in last 
yearôs budget.  Our income should be 
higher this year due to increased rates 
being charged on Transient Slips and 
additional electrical usage charges as 
a result of charging a higher rate.  We 
were losing money on the 16 cents per 
KWH charged last year.  We are now 
charging 18 cents which will cover our 
costs.  

On expenses, I have budgeted $NN 
more than last yearôs actual 
maintenance on the Clubhouse and 
other Buildings.  This is to cover 
additional expenditures that will occur 
with the work needed per the ñHomes 
are Usò survey.  This does not include 
Capital Expenditures, which will come 
out of the Heritage Fund. Capital 
expenditures would include work that 
will be long lasting, such as new water 
heaters and new steps to be built on 
the bathhouse near C dock.   Keep in 
mind, we have been budgeting $NN 
per year to fund the Heritage Account 
for Capital Improvements.  In 
summary, the end result will be a 

breakeven on the Operating Account 
for the year.  Bear in mind, this is after 
the transfer of $NN to the Heritage 
Account and $NN to the Trust Account.  
If we did not draw from these 
accounts, the actual cash flow for CYC 
would be a positive $NN. 

Sometime in July I will have actual 
revenue and expense numbers that 
can be entered on the spreadsheet, 
telling us how we are doing. 

Thatôs all for this month.

Dock Rules Review 
1. All boats must have either a Type III holding 
tank or a Type I or II sewage processing 
system kept in proper operating condition.  No 
boat is allowed to have overboard discharge. 
2. The Measurer is responsible for making 
temporary slip assignments. 
3. No changes or additions may be made in 
the dock area without the written permission of 
the Measurer.  A form is available to request 
modifications in writing. The dock area must be 
kept clear of obstructions. 
4. Members are held fully responsible for the 
conduct of their guests. 
5. Members are responsible for proper 
maintenance and the safe docking of their boat 
and they are held fully responsible for any 
damage incurred to club property and/or other 
boats. 
6. No boat will be left unattended which blocks 
or impedes the entering or exiting of any boat 
from the dock area. 
7. No open fires, including hibachis, are 
permitted on boats or within 25 feet of the 
docks or storage lockers. 
8. Cooking stoves must be of an approved 
type and installation. Boat heaters must be of 
an approved type. 
9. Any person boarding a boat or using club 
facilities such as the pool, not accompanied by 
a member, or a memberôs immediate family, 
must have express permission from the 
member, and notify the Club Steward or 
Measurer.  Members must post a Yellow Guest 
Card on the Bulletin Board for all persons 
sponsored overnight. The member must notify 
the Club Stewards or the Measurer in writing 
that the named person(s) will be using club 
facilities or boarding the memberôs boat.  This 

notice can be by posting a Yellow Guest Card, 
in writing through the mail, or via e-mail.  
10. Boats shall not be moved from an 
authorized berth by anyone other than the 
member without express permission of the 
member. The Club Steward or the Measurer 
shall be notified in writing that the boat will be 
moved. 
11. Children 12-years of age and under must 
wear life jackets while on or about the dock 
area. 
12. Fueling a boat is not permitted at any pier 
at any time. 
13. No trash or oil shall be thrown overboard. 
14. Pets must be kept on a short leash and 
exercised away from the docks in areas 
prescribed in the House and Ground Rules. 
15. Members not keeping their boats at the 
station, and visiting yachtsmen, must register 
with the Club Steward or the Measurer upon 
arrival. 
16. Excessive noise or music is not permitted 
on the boats or on the docks. 
17. On Holidays or social days, as designated 
by the Commodore, no dirty work (such as 
power sanding, spray painting, etc.) will be 
allowed. 
18. Members will be reimbursed for electricity 
used by transients temporarily assigned to 
their slips by the Measurer only under 
extraordinary circumstances.
