As winter approaches

Thank you everyone for keeping the 
Clubhouse and grounds clean. I think the 
Clubhouse and Club property in general is 
in good condition and is being maintained 
properly. Iôve said repeatedly, but saying it 
again ï The Club is fortunate to have Ray 
Mecure. He works hard, has the Clubôs 
best interest at heart and has been a 
pleasure to work with this 2015 year. 

We have hired and met with the engineer 
working on multiple repair options & 
designs and we hope to have estimates 
for repairing the Seawall for A & B docks 
by our December annual meeting. Initial 
indications are the costs are likely to be 
much higher than I originally thought.  
Regardless, if we decide to move forward 
with this very expensive project, weôre 
going to want this work done over the 

winter so it does not interfere with next 
yearôs boating season. Again, once we 
know how much money we will need for 
the repair of the Seawall weôll know how 
thatôs going to affect our budget and other 
projects timelines and affordability. 

We are continuing to work to finalize the 
draft design for the Clubhouse kitchen 
remodel and will be getting creative on 
how to raise money to fund the project. 
Don Foster has some good ideas about 
putting up a sign to measure our fund 
raising success. Look for this soon! 

We still have the new flooring options for 
the Bean room and carpeted areas, the 
Clubhouse women half bath toilet replace, 
and the AC for upstairs bedrooms in 
Clubhouse on hold. 

The CYC Board voted to increase the 
CYC Clubhouse bedroom rental fees and 
Cottage #5 rental fees. See new fee 
schedule below.   

Payments are being received and 
reservations being confirmed for the 
Clubhouse rooms and Cottage #5 rentals.

Budget as of September 30, 2015 

I received the financial results from our 
accountants through September 30th.  At 
least at this time we may finish the year 
better than the budgeted amount of a 
break even for the year.  This break even 
amount includes a $NN transfer from the 
Operating Account to the Heritage 

Account to be used for capital 
expenditures.  It also includes a $NN 
transfer from the Operating Account to the 
membersô Trust Account to be used for 
future large expenditures, such as paying 
off our loan at a future date.  The Trust 
Account can only be used with 
membership approval.  Instead of break 
even the projected annualized income net 
of expenses could be $NN.  Most of this is 
due to the fact that the maintenance 
expenditures are running considerably 
less than what I budgeted them to be.  
Thinking that we had so many items to 
take care of this year, I added $NN more 
for maintenance this year to our budget as 
compared to last year.  It is looking like the 
maintenance will probably run closer to 
last year.  I can only attribute this to Greg  
Edwardsô proper handling of the work that 
is needed to be done.  However, the cost 
of a seawall engineering analysis of $NN 
was not budgeted for and will probably 
occur in 2015. (See the attached budget 
spreadsheet). 

Fee increase ï As good as the budget 
appears this year, certain factors could 
drastically change the picture.  They are 
already happening.  First we have had 
four resignations this year and have only 
gained one new member. The impact of 
this will be felt next year.   We are also 
losing slip rentals due to sale of boats, 
resignations or age of members.  Again, 
the impact of this will be felt next year.  We 
now have a seawall on A/B docks in need 
of repair that was not budgeted for.  The 
engineering proposal (not the work) is 
$NN.  If we projected the profit for next 
year again being $NN, here are some real 
factors that will affect this number: 

We are losing members and slip holders.  
The 2015 results included a one-time 
revenue of additional electric charges to a 
few members that was supposed to be 
collected in prior years.  This will not occur 
in 2016.  Assuming the engineering fee of 
$8700 is paid in 2015, we will incur the 
repair costs in 2016.  These could be 
$10,000 or more.

Other expenses could go up, but letôs 
assume we can control that.  Not 
necessarily a good assumption. 

Original projected 2016 income $NN 
Subtract above total effect -$NN
   (See above) 
Revised projected 2016 income $NN
   (A loss) 

I also performed another analysis taking 
the present number of members and slip 
holders that now exist and projecting that 
to be the same for the next 4 quarters.  
The results indicate that the 2016 
Revenue will be $NN less.  Although we 
could survive this, what if this is the 
beginning of a trend?  At this point I think it 
is prudent to make some adjustments in 
fees to avoid operating in negative territory 
for the future.  I have proposed and the 
Board has approved the following fee 
adjustments effective Jan. 1, 2016: 

Annual Cottage Rents ï To be increased 
by 5%, resulting in increased revenue of 
$NN.  (Does not include Cottage 6 which 
is already in line with todayôs costs.) 

Short term Cottage 5 and room rentals ï 
Increase by 10%, resulting in increased 
revenue of $950 

Quarterly maintenance fee ï Increase 
from $15 per quarter to $30 per quarter, 
resulting in increased revenue of $4800. 

Slip fees ï To Remain The Same, so that 
we stay competitive in our market. 

Total Increase in revenue would be $6966.  
The Board is also working on some other 
cost reduction measures which could help 
our bottom line.   (See attached 2016 
Schedule of Fees) 

Proposal for increased membership ï 
In the past, many new members have 
joined CYC because they are the adult 
children of present members.  It seems 
that this trend has stopped.  I think the 
younger generation is busy with other 
things and does not want to make the 
commitment, at least financially, to join the 
yacht club.  Why not offer a reduction in 
fees to the adult children of the members.

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This would be considered a Legacy 
Membership, a new category requiring a 
change in the By-Laws.  Instead of a 
$1000 initiation fee, we would reduce it to 
$250.  The parents could pay this as a gift 
to their children, if they wish.  Then reduce 
the quarterly dues by $100 per quarter to 
$150 per quarter for the first two years.  
After that, they would pay the regular 
price.   I would propose that the Legacy 
Membership would have all the rights and 
privileges as the regular membership but 
would be offered at a discount.  To keep in 
line with the youth program, the Youth 
initiation fee would also be reduced to the 
$250 amount.  I feel we would have 
nothing to lose and I will propose a 
change in the By-Laws for the 
membershipôs consideration. 

Thatôs all for this month. (I think it is 
enough.)

November 18 2015 

The beautiful, warm weather except when 
the wind blows, has delayed the big 
migratory fish from arriving to our waters 
on their historic schedule of Veteranôs 
Day.  Until the water is consistently at 55 
degrees I do not for see them being here 
in mass. 

The good news is that there is an 
abundance of peanut 5-6 inch bunker and 
the gannets, a large white bird with black 
tipped wings, indicating their location. We 
have been fortunate to find stripers in the 
20 inch, minimum legal size this year, to 
32 inches in fairly good numbers.  He fish 
are located between the Potomac Mid 
channel ñAò Buoy up to the Mid Channel 
ñBò Buoy at Piney Point.   

Umbrellas with 3 oz. buck tails or small 
parachutes with six inch shads trolled very 
deep with 32 to 16 oz. weights at 2.5 knots 
have done well for me.  Six inch storm or 
Tsunami baits are also doing the trick.
